The heroine however is a newcomer of  Italian-Thai descent, Stella Malucci. This hybrid mix is the highlight of   a unique and arresting film. 

That’s why the film has been described a ‘Pad Thai Western’.

‘Tears of the black tiger’ has a multi-layered story that trips through many places and times. It is on one hand the love-story of  Dum and Rumpoey ,whose love is doomed because they  come from different social backgrounds .

It is also the story of Dum taking revenge for his father’s murder, and  a tale of Dum 

trying hard to hold his own against other ‘outlaws’ like him.

The action-packed movie, with its loud dose of violence and emotions , is arresting both for its theme and its style, and  has became a kind of  cult-film in the country.

We are proud to screen this unique movie as the last film of our new ’Cinema Diverse’ Series in 2012, which  aimed to portray diverse cultures from different parts of Asia,in the presence of its director and actress. 

Our previous films,  in the Film Series were ‘ Colours of Passion’ (India), August Drizzle (Srilanka), Nino (Philippines), Clay Bird (Bangladesh).  This is the only Thai film in the Series.
